The fourth 
single from the trio’s 
sophomore album 
Pioneer, has climbed to 
No. 1 on our 
CountryBreakout Chart, almost as high as the trees they 
chop down in their music video. The Republic Nashville 
single was produced by Dann Huff and written by 
modern-day hit makers Shane McAnally, Josh 
Osborne, and Matt Ramsey. Of course the responsible 
siblings give an ending credit disclaimer for the video, 
which features Stihl chainsaws falling trees in the name 
of heartbreak. A note of reassurance denotes the support 
of the aforementioned Tennessee-based EcoCharity 
helping to restore natural and urban forests by planting 
trees in rural and urban sites.   When they're not falling 
trees, you can catch the trio at the CMT Awards on June 
4, where they are nominated for two trophies. The 
siblings will be hanging around at CMA Fest the rest of 
the week in Nashville (June 5-6) after finishing their We 
Are Pioneers World Tour, prior to joining Blake 
Shelton’s Ten Times Crazier Tour through October.
