Songwriters Corey Crowder and Josh Hoge recently visited the
MusicRow office to accept their No. 1 Challenge Coin for Chris
Young'’s “I'm Comin’ Over,” which hit No. 1 on Sept. 24, 2015. It
is the first MusicRow No.1 for each of them. Between them, they
are credited on 9 of the 11 tracks on Young’s upcoming album,
I'm Comin’ Over. Crowder also co-produced the album with
Young.
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Top Ten— Cam has her first No. 1 with the smokin’ hot single
“Burning House.” Brothers Osborne move up one with “Stay
A Little Longer” at No. 2. Blake Shelton’s “Gonna” is at No. 3
followed by Tim McGraw at No. 4 with “Top Of The World.”
Dierks Bentley continues to move “Riser” up the chart. It’s at
No. 5 this week. Jason Aldean jumps two spots to No. 6 with
“Gonna Know We Were Here.” Kelsea Ballerini’s “Dibs” stays
at No. 7 another week and Carrie Underwood drops from No.
1 to No. 8 with “Smoke Break.” Brad Paisley and Billy
Currington both arrive in the top 10 with “Country Nation” at
No. 9 and “Drinking Town With A Football Problem” at No. 10.

Greatest Spin Gainers— Thomas Rhett had the highest spin
gain this week with 394. Keith Urban’s new single “Break On
Me” received 293 followed by Brad Paisley up 243 with
“Country Nation.” Granger Smith’s “Backroad Song” had 235
new plays and LoCash was up 225 for “I Love This Life.”

Debuts— Charles Kelley’s “The Driver” was the highest
debut at No. 63. Keith Urban was in at No. 69 with “Break On
Me.” Kip Moore debuted “Running For You” at No. 77 and
Stephanie Quayle’s “That’s What I'm Talking About” is at No.
78. Also new to the chart are Ashley Gearing at No. 79 with
“Train Track” and Clark Manson at No. 80 with “Track 9.”
